Ryan Gothrup,
Mobile Glass Studios
Mt. Juliet, Tennessee

Agricultural fairs often feature artists and 
their work—woodcarving, painting, pho-
tography, and more. Ryan Gothrup is a 
different kind of artist. He is a glass-blower 
and has been honing his craft for 21 years. 

Ryan found his interest in glass-blowing 
piqued when he was exposed to a class 
on the subject shortly after finishing high 
school. He went to college at Kent State 
and received his masters at Virginia Com-
monwealth.  

Glass-blowing is his passion but attend-
ing fairs with his mobile trailer is something 
new. In 2016, he got a call from  King’s 
County Fair, Pennsylvania, in which the Fair 
management expressed their interest in 
featuring him as an attraction.

At the time, he had only one mobile trail-
er. Since then Ryan’s business has tripled: 
he now has three trailers that function as 
mobile glass-blowing studios each with 
two employees.  On the road he will dem-
onstrate at roughly 10-20 fairs. The hardest 
part of this expansion explosion? Staffing!  
Glass-blowing is something of a lost art 
and staffing is an important aspect of the 
business.  The education and passing-on of 
the science, art, math, and history involved 
in the craft are important to Ryan.
